Levi E. Coe Library Passes

In order to provide fair access to all patrons, the following guidelines are in effect:

· Passes are available for check out on a first-come, first-served basis and are checked out for a two-day period.
· Passes may not be reserved, but may be held for one hour by calling the library.

· One pass may be checked out per family.

· Passes may not be renewed nor returned and immediately checked out again.

· Passes are checked out for 2 days—they are due back at the library by noon on their due date. Failure to do so will result in late fees. Passes may be put into the book drop.

· The overdue charge is $5 per day. If a pass is lost, the borrower will be liable for replacing it at full cost.
